MINUTES OF MAY 8 & 22, 2008.  Motion was made and seconded to approve as presented.

LISA THURSTON SEEKING PERMISSION TO HAVE DAY CARE IN HER HOME AT 1 GROVE STREET.  MAP 32, LOT 31.  RECORD OWNER RUSSELL FARRAR JR.  Lisa will have up to 8 kids.  She has a fenced yard.  She doesn’t have much off street parking, but David Everett has offered for her clients to use his parking lot across the street.  Lisa stated the Fire Marshall is due any day to inspect the home.  She will have no employees.  Kids will be all ages, some after school only.  The board will require Lisa to notify the department heads and get signatures on the “sign off sheet”.  Lisa stated that she will be licensed through the Department of Human Services.  The board requested that she submit copies of all her licenses for the file when she gets them.  Lisa also will need a letter of approval from the planning board.

JIM BOYCE PRESENT TO DISCUSS REMOVAL AND SETTING BACK OF COTTAGE AT 21 RAVEN WAY ON NORWAY LAKE.  MAP 17, LOT 11.  RECORD OWNER ROBERT PASIERB.  Jim feels that the cottage can be moved back 15’ from the present location.  Any further back than that involves grade.  The owner wants to replace and add the 30%.  The septic can be reused with the new building.  Jim stated that the land is too low for frost walls and he will do a reinforced slab instead.  This property will be seasonal only.  The board scheduled a site walk for 6 PM on July 8.
