THE MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER BY CHAIRMAN, GEORGE TIBBETTS.
 
1. 1.      ROBERT WALKER MADE A MOTION TO ACCEPT THE MINUTES OF JULY 7, 2005, RUSSELL NEWCOMB SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT WAS SO VOTED.
 
2. 2.      CITIZEN ITEMS.
 
   LEE MILLETT WAS PRESENT REPRESENTING THE AMERICAN LEGION.  HE REQUESTED THAT THE PARKING SPACES IN FRONT OF THE LEGION HALL BE RESTORED.
 
    THE TOWN HAD SOME COMPLAINTS FROM THE NEIGHBORS THAT THEY COULDN’T SEE TO GET OUT OF THEIR DRIVEWAY.
 
    GEORGE RECOMMENDS THAT THE TWO PARKING SPACES BE RESTORED FROM THE HANDICAP RAMP TO THE POWER POLE.
 
    WILLIAM DAMON MADE A MOTION TO PUT BACK TWO PARKING SPACES IN FRONT OF THE LEGION HALL, FROM THE HANDICAP RAMP TO THE POWER  POLE, MOTION WAS SECONDED AND SO VOTED.
 
    THE SELECTMEN TOLD LEE THAT THE SPACES WOULD BE PAINTED.
 
3. 3.      SELECT-BOARD MEMBER ITEMS.
 
A) A)       BILL NOTED THAT SOME PEOPLE ARE PARKING IN NO-PARKING ZONES AND QUESTIONED HOW MANY PARKING TICKETS THE POLICE GIVE OUT.
 
B) B)        RUSS ASKED THE STATUS OF THE ADELPHIA/TIME WARNER NEGOTIATIONS. 
 
DAVID NOTED THAT PAT SCULLY IS THE ATTORNEY WHO IS WORKING ON THE NEGOTIATIONS FOR THE TOWNS.  THE TOWNS ARE WORKING TOGETHER.  DAVID HAS HAD SOME COMPLAINTS ABOUT THE CUSTOMER SERVICES.
 
C) C)       BOB ASKED ABOUT THE FUDA FEST
 
DAVID SAID THAT THIS  YEAR WAS FAIRLY CALM,  THE MUSIC WAS SHUT DOWN AT  11:00 P.M. BUT THERE WERE A FEW ARRESTS MADE.   SOME OF THE  NEIGHBORS CALLED TO SAY THEY  WERE HAPPY WITH THE POLICE PROCEDURES.  IT COST (EST.) $3500.00 FOR POLICE SERVICES.
 
GEORGE  REMINDED  THE BOARD THAT THEY HAD DISCUSSED BILLING MR. FUDA FOR POLICE SERVICES.
 
DAVID  REPORTED  THAT THE TOWN ATTORNEY DIDN’T THINK WE COULD BILL MR. FUDA  UNLESS WE HAVE AN ORDINANCE.
 
BILL NOTED THAT THE BOARD DISCUSSED THE EFFECTS AN ORDINANCE MIGHT HAVE ON FAMILY PARTIES, ETC.
 
DAVID DOESN’T THINK THAT MOST WEDDINGS, ETC. COST THE TOWN $3500 FOR POLICE SERVICES SO WE SHOULD BE ABLE TO COME UP WITH SOME LANGUAGE TO CONTROL THE FUDA PARTY THAT WON’T EFFECT FAMILY PARTIES.
 
RUSS NOTED THAT MR. FUDA PROBABLY DOESN’T THINK THAT HE NEEDED POLICE SERVICE FOR HIS PARTY EITHER.
 
DAVID BELIEVES THE POLICE ARE NEEDED AT THE FUDA FEST SO THE ROAD WON’T BE BLOCKED AND TO PREVENT UNDER AGE DRINKING.
 
BILL SUGGESTED SENDING MR. FUDA A LETTER FROM THE TOWN STATING THAT THE TOWN WAS HAPPY THAT THE MUSIC WAS SHUT DOWN AT 11:00 P.M.
 
D) D)       GEORGE NOTED THAT THE CROCKETT RIDGE ROAD (PAST THE  JACKSON FARM) WILL BE PAVED TOMORROW AND THE SODOM ROAD HAS BEEN PATCHED WHERE IT WASHED OUT.
