JUNE 5, 2008

MINUTES

1. THE MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER BY CHAIRMAN, RUSSELL NEWCOMB.

2. IRENE MILLETT MADE A MOTION TO ACCEPT THE MINUTES OF MAY 15, 2008, BRUCE COOK SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT WAS SO VOTED.

3. PUBLIC HEARINGS:

A/  OUTDOOR FESTIVAL ORDINANCE FOR THE ART SHOW

     TOWN MANAGER, DAVID HOLT RECOMMENDS APPROVING THE PERMIT AND WAIVING THE FEE BECAUSE IT’S TO BENEFIT THE COMMUNITY.

    BRUCE COOK MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE THE PERMIT AND WAIVE THE FEE, LESLIE FLANDERS SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT WAS SO VOTED.

B/  NORWAY SEX OFFENDER ORDINANCE PROPOSED FOR TOWN MEETING

     A DIVERSE COMMITTEE WAS FORMED AND THEY LOOKED AT OTHER ORDINANCES THAT ARE IN EFFECT.  

    THIS ORDINANCE RESTRICTS A CONVICTED SEX OFFENDER, FROM LIVING WITHIN 2500 FEET OF A SCHOOL OR 1000 FEET FROM A DAYCARE CENTER, FROM ENTERING THE PREMISES OF A SCHOOL OR DAYCARE UNLESS SPECIFICALLY AUTHORIZED BY THE SCHOOL ADMINISTRATION OR DAYCARE OWNER, AND FROM LOITERING WITHIN 2500 FEET OF A SCHOOL AND 1000 FEET FROM A DAYCARE.   THE ORDINANCE ALSO REQUIRES THE CONVICTED SEX OFFENDER TO PAY A PER-REPORTING FEE OF $25.00.  THE FEE WILL BE DEDICATED TO THE RAPE EDUCATION AND CRISIS HOT LINE.

    THE TOWN ATTORNEY REVIEWED THE PROPOSED ORDINANCE.  HE ISN’T AWARE OF ANY OTHER ORDINANCE THAT CHARGES A FEE, SO THE ORDINANCE MIGHT BE CHALLENGED.

   BILL DAMON ASKED IF THE PERMISSION TO ENTER A SCHOOL OR DAY CARE HAVE TO BE IN WRITING.

   POLICE CHIEF, ROB FEDERICO, SAID HE WOULD RECOMMEND THE PERMISSION BE IN WRITING, BUT THE POLICE WOULD CHECK OUT ANY STORY THE SEX OFFENDER HAS – IF HE SAYS HE HAS VERBAL PERMISSION.

  SCOTT WESTBERRY, WHO WAS INSTRUMENTAL IN PROPOSING THIS ORDINANCE, STATED THAT IT HAS ALREADY WORKED BECAUSE HIS BROTHER HAS MOVED OUT OF STATE. (SCOTT REPORTED THAT HIS BROTHER IS A CONVICTED SEX OFFENDER)

4. CITIZEN ITEMS.

   A/   KEN MORSE, REPRESENTING FARE SHARE ASKED IF THEY NEED AN OUTDOOR FESTIVAL PERMIT TO HOLD FESTIVITIES TO CELEBRATE 30 YEARS OF BEING IN BUSINESS.  THERE WILL BE ACTIVITIES JULY 11TH   - AUGUST 9TH  INCLUDING A DANCE ON JULY 12TH FROM  7 P.M. TO 10 P.M.  KEN DOESN’T BELIEVE THERE WILL BE OVER 250 PEOPLE AT ANY EVENT.

   BILL DAMON SUGGESTED THAT THEY NOT PLAY THE MUSIC TOO LOUD.  

  A NEIGHBOR NOTED THAT SHE DOESN’T WANT PEOPLE WALKING ACROSS HER LAWN.  KEN SAID HE COULD PUT CONES OUT WITH SIGNS SAYING DON’T WALK ON THE LAWN.

  IF FARE SHARE DOESN’T EXPECT MORE THAT 250 PEOPLE THEY DO NOT NEED AN OUTDOOR FESTIVAL PERMIT BUT THE SELECT BOARD SUGGESTED THAT THEY COOPERATE WITH THE NEIGHBORS.

B/  BOB WALKER ASKED IF THE FOUNTAIN IS WORKING.  DAVID NOTED THAT DAVID MCDONALD WILL GET IT RUNNING.

C/  CITIZENS FROM THE DEERING STREET NEIGHBORHOOD WOULD LIKE TO MAKE NEW ORDINANCES OR CHANGE, UPDATE AND STRENGTHEN EXISTING ORDINANCES  TO PREVENT DETERIORATING CONDITIONS IN THE DOWNTOWN NEIGHBORHOODS.  

   THEY WOULD LIKE TO CLOSE LOOP HOLES IN THE SITE PLAN REVIEW ORDINANCE AND HAVE AN ORDINANCE TO AUTHORIZE THE CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER TO DO SOMETHING ABOUT TRASH BEING LEFT OUT FOR LONG PERIODS OF TIME.  THE CITIZENS HAVE CALLED THE CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER TO COMPLAIN ABOUT THE TRASH, HE CALLS THE LANDLORD AND SAYS THAT'S ALL HE CAN DO.    DAVID NOTED THAT JEFF CAN TAKE COURT ACTION TO GET THE TRASH CLEANED UP.

     THE SELECT BOARD SUGGESTED THEY GET A DIVERSE GROUP OF PEOPLE TOGETHER AND DRAFT THE ORDINANCES THEY WANT AND THEN PRESENT THEM TO THE SELECT BOARD OR TOWN MANAGER.

     THE CITIZENS WOULD LIKE THE SELECT BOARD TO BE INVOLVED IN THE PROCESS BUT DAVID SUGGESTED THAT THEY COULD BE MORE FORCEFUL WITHOUT THE TOWN OFFICIALS BECAUSE THE OFFICIALS HAVE TO REPRESENT EVERYONE.

    LES FLANDERS SAID THE SELECT BOARD DOESN’T WANT TO IMPOSE ORDINANCES ON THE PEOPLE – THEY WANT THE PEOPLE TO BRING FORTH THE ORDINANCES THAT THEY WANT.

    THE CITIZENS HAVE PREPARED A SURVEY AND IT WAS SUGGESTED THAT THEY SUBMIT IT TO THE ADVERTISER.  RUSS NEWCOMB SUGGESTED PASSING THE INFORMATION OUT AT TOWN MEETING.

   C/  DAVID MILLETT NOTED THAT ON JUNE 14TH AT 11:00 A.M. THERE WILL BE A DEDICATION CEREMONY AT THE BOB BUTTERS PARK.

5. APPLICATION FOR A CATERED BAR FUNCTION AT THE BUCKLAND RESIDENCE FOR JULY 12TH AT 26 HUTCHINS STREET.

  A REPRESENTATIVE FROM THE BLACK TIE CO. WAS PRESENT TO REQUEST A CATERING PERMIT FOR A FAMILY LOBSTER BAKE AT THE BUCKLAND RESIDENCE AT 26 HUTCHINS ST.  THEY EXPECT ABOUT 36 PEOPLE

  BILL DAMON ASKED IF THERE WILL BE ADEQUATE PARKING – THE REPRESENTATIVE STATED THAT THIS IS A FAMILY FUNCTION AND PARKING SHOULDN’T BE A PROBLEM.

BRUCE COOK MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE THE CATERING PERMIT, IRENE MILLETT SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT WAS SO VOTED.

6. SELECT BOARD ITEMS.  NONE

7. FOLLOW-UPS:

  A/  LIQUOR LICENSE FOR ELISE THURLOW.

CHIEF FEDERICO REPORTED THAT ELISE HAS BEEN INDICTED IN REFERENCE TO THE MARIJUANA FOUND AT HER RESIDENCE AND HE DOESN’T RECOMMEND APPROVING THE LIQUOR LICENSE.

TOWN MANAGER, DAVID HOLT SAID UNDER THE CIRCUMSTANCES HE DOES NOT RECOMMEND GRANTING LICENSE.

AL PERRY, ATTORNEY REPRESENTING ELISE STATES THAT THE STATUTE SPECIFIES THE GROUNDS UNDER WHICH A LICENSE CAN BE DENIED:  IF YOU HAVE BEEN CONVICTED OF A FELONY AND THE APPLICANTS CHARACTER CAN BE CONSIDERED.  AT THIS POINT ELISE HAS NOT BEEN CONVICTED OF ANYTHING.

A CITIZEN ASKED IF THE TOWN WOULD BE LIABLE IF THEY GRANT THE LICENSE AND SOMETHING HAPPENS.

THE ATTORNEY STATED THAT IT IS NOT LIKELY THAT THE TOWN WOULD BE LIABLE.

BRUCE ASKED WHAT HOURS THE RESTAURANT WILL BE OPEN AND WILL THERE BE A BAR SO YOU CAN SERVE LIQUOR WITHOUT SERVING A MEAL.

ELISE SAID THERE WILL BE A BAR AND THE HOURS OF OPERATION WILL BE FROM 6 A.M. TO 8 P.M.

CHIEF FEDERICO NOTED THAT THE TOWN NEEDS TO BE PRUDENT – SHE IS INNOCENT UNTIL PROVEN GUILTY BUT SHE DOES HAVE A RECORD FOR MISDEMEANORS ALTHOUGH THE OFFENSES WERE MANY YEARS AGO.

SCOTT WESTBERRY SAID HE WORKS AT THE RESTAURANT, ELISE HAS HER GRANDCHILDREN THERE AND HE DOESN’T BELIEVE THERE WILL BE ANY DRUNKEN BRAWLS. 

LESLIE FLANDERS NOTED THAT ELISE HAS NOT BEEN CONVICTED AND HE DOESN’T THINK THE TOWN HAS A REASON TO DENY THE LICENSE.  

BRUCE COOK MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE THE LIQUOR LICENSE FOR ELISE THURLOW, LESLIE FLANDERS SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT WAS SO VOTED.  IRENE MILLETT OPPOSED ISSUING THE LICENSE.

8. BID AWARD FOR STREET IMPROVEMENTS.

   TOWN MANGER, DAVID HOLT RECOMMENDS AWARDING THE BID TO THE LOW BIDDER, PRATT & SONS .  BECAUSE OF THE INCREASE IN FUEL THE COST IS ABOUT 15% HIGHER SO WE MAY HAVE TO CUT OUT PAVING GREEN STREET OR TRY TO FIND CUTS ON RADCLIFF ST.

   LESLIE FLANDERS MADE A MOTION TO AWARD THE BID TO PRATT & SONS FOR $178,750,  IRENE MILLETT SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT WAS SO VOTED.

9. CDBG DRAW-DOWN AUTHORIZATION

   MARCY BOUGHTER REPORTED THAT THE REQUEST IS FOR THE 238 MAIN STREET BUILDING, THE MURAL IN THE ADVERTISER, LONGLEY PARK, AND ENGINEERING FEES.  THE TOTAL DRAW-DOWN IS FOR $23,790.79   - THERE IS ABOUT $30,000 REMAINING IN THE GRANT.
