THE MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER BY CHAIRMAN, GEORGE TIBBETTS.
 
 
1. 1.        IT WAS MOVED SECONDED AND SO VOTED TO ACCEPT THE MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 15, 2005.
 
2.     PUBLIC HEARING:  APPLICATION FOR A LIQUOR LICENSE FOR BOOMER’S.
 
    THERE WAS NO PUBLIC COMMENT.
 
    ROBERT WALKER MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE THE APPLICATION FOR A LIQUOR LICENSE FOR BOOMER’S, WILLIAM DAMON SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT WAS SO VOTED.
 
3. 3.        LICENSE FOR BASKET BINGO FOR CHILD HEALTH CENTER.
 
   ROBERT WALKER MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE THE APPLICATION FOR A BINGO LICENSE FOR THE CHILD HEALTH CENTER.
 
4. 4.        CITIZEN ITEMS.
 
  A SOCIAL WORKER WAS PRESENT TO EXPRESS HER CONCERNS ABOUT A VACANT HOUSE ON PLEASANT ST.   SHE HAS WITNESSED SMALL CHILDREN PLAYING NEXT TO THIS PROPERTY.    THE WINDOWS ARE BROKEN OUT AND THERE IS A POSSIBILITY OF RODENTS OR TRANSIENTS ENTERING THE ABANDONED BUILDING.
 
   SHE HAS CONTACTED THE CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER AND HE TOLD HER THAT HE WOULD CONTACT THE OWNER OF THE PROPERTY AND HAVE THE BUILDING SECURED.
 
  THE BASEMENT WINDOWS HAVE BEEN COVERED UP BUT THERE ARE OTHER WINDOWS THAT ARE STILL OPEN.
 
   GEORGE NOTED THAT HE DROVE BY THE PROPERTY AND THERE ARE BROKEN WINDOWS THAT A 4 TO 5 FOOT PERSON COULD REACH.  HE WILL ASK JEFF (CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER) TO HAVE THE OWNER SECURE ALL THE WINDOWS THAT CAN BE REACHED BY A FOUR FOOT PERSON.
 
5. 5.        MARCY UPDATED THE BOARD ON C.B.CUMMINGS.
 
  ALL THE HAZARDOUS WASTE HAS BEEN CONSOLIDATED AND SECURED IN THE PAINT BUILDING.  AFTER MARCY GETS A PRICE FOR THE DISPOSAL OF THE HAZARDOUS WASTE SHE WILL ASK D.E.P. FOR ASSISTANCE.
 
   MARCY RECEIVED THE EPA CONTRACT FOR THE CONTRACTOR TO TELL THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT HOW THEY WILL REMOVE THE ASBESTOS.  
 
   MARCY CONTRACTED WITH PINE TREE ENGINEERING FOR THE DEMO SPECS.  SHE HOPES TO START THE DEMOLITION BY THE END OF NOVEMBER.    THEY WILL TRY TO SAVE THE BOILER DOORS.
 
BILL ASKED IF THE DEMOLITION DEBRIS WOULD BE TAKEN TO THE NPSW SITE.  MARCY STATED THAT IT WOULD NOT BE TAKEN TO NPSW.
 
6. 6.        BARBARA OLSON WILL ASK THE BOARD TO DESIGNATE A REPRESENTATIVE TO THE ANDROSCOGGIN VALLEY PINE TREE ZONE.
 
AVCOG HAS REQUESTED THAT EACH TOWN DESIGNATE A REPRESENTATIVE TO ACT ON THEIR BEHALF.  
 
GROVER GUN DRILLING IS IN THE PINE TREE ZONE – THEY WILL NEED TO HIRE 5 PEOPLE TO TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THE PROGRAM.
 
GEORGE NOTES THAT DAVID RECOMMENDS THE BOARD SIGN THE RESOLUTION TO APPOINT THE GROWTH COUNCIL AS NORWAY’S REPRESENTATIVE TO THE PINE TREE ZONE ADVISORY COMMITTEE.
 
ROBERT WALKER MADE A MOTION TO ACCEPT THE RECOMMENDATION TO SIGN THE RESOLUTION, LESLIE FLANDERS SECONDED THE MOTION AND IT WAS SO VOTED.  
 
BARB OLSEN TOLD THE SELECTMEN THAT THEY SHOULD BE STARTING THE INFRASTRUCTURE FOR THE TECH PARK NEXT SUMMER.
 
THERE WILL BE A WORKSHOP FOR CDBG WITH TERRY STEVENS TOMORROW AT 10:00 A.M.  AT THE TOWN OF PARIS.
 
THERE WILL BE A TIF WORKSHOP IN OXFORD ON OCTOBER 26TH AT 9:30 A.M. AND A MEETING IN JAY WITH THE D.O.T. ON WEDNESDAY, OCTOBER 12TH  TO DISCUSS THE 10 YEAR PLAN.
 
LES NOTES THAT HE HAS SEEN A LOT OF WASTE THIS YEAR WITH THE STATE PAVING GOOD ROADS.

RON SPRINGER NOTED THAT YAGGER ROAD WAS COMPLETED AND TOWN FARM ROAD WILL BE DONE NEXT YEAR WITH THE HELP OF FEMA.

RUSSELL NEWCOMB MADE A MOTION TO AWARD THE WINTER SAND BID TO EVERETT EXCAVATION, PENDING APPROVAL BY RON ON THE QUALITY OF THE SAND,  MOTION WAS SECONDED AND SO VOTED.
 
9. 9.        CABLE TV RESOLUTION REGARDING SALE OF ADELPHIA TO TIME WARNER.
 
RUSSELL NEWCOMB MADE A MOTION TO ACCEPT THE RESOLUTION AS PROVIDED BY PAT SCULLY, ROBERT WALKER SECONDED THE MOTION.
 
 GEORGE NOTED THAT TOWN MANAGER, DAVID HOLT, RECOMMENDS THAT THE SELECTMEN SIGN THE RESOLUTION.
 
  STEVE, MANAGER OF THE NORWAY PARIS CABLE TV, QUESTIONS WHETHER OR NOT THE RESOLUTION PROVIDES FOR TIME WARNER TO FUND THE LOCAL STATION  -  BUT NOTES THAT THE RESOLUTION DOES STATE THAT TIME WARNER MUST ACCEPT ALL THE TERMS CONTAINED IN THE FRANCHISE AGREEMENT.  STEVE WOULD HATE TO SEE THE COMMUNITY LOSE THE LOCAL CHANNEL.  
 
MOTION WAS SO VOTED TO SIGN THE RESOLUTION AS PROVIDED BY PAT SCULLY.
 
10. 10.     REQUEST TO MATCH POLICE LAP TOP GRANT WITH PROCEEDS OF $1,737 FROM SALE OF CRUISER.
 
ROB FEDERICO, POLICE CHIEF, ASKED THE SELECTMEN TO  ALLOW HIM TO USE THE PROCEEDS FROM THE SALE OF THE 1999 FORD CROWN VIC. TO PURCHASE 2 LAP TOP COMPUTERS. ROB NOTED THAT WITH THE NEW COMPUTER SYSTEM THE OFFICERS WILL USE THE LAP TOPS A LOT MORE.
 
LES MADE A MOTION TO MATCH THE LAP TOP GRANT WITH THE PROCEEDS OF THE SALE OF THE CRUISER, $1,737, ROBERT WALKER SECONDED THE MOTION.

ROB NOTED THAT THE ADDITIONAL $900.00 WILL COME FROM THE POLICE EQUIPMENT ACCOUNT.
