Greetings:

In the name of the State of Maine, you are hereby required to notify and warn the voters of the Town of Norway, in said County, qualified by law to vote in the Town of Norway, to meet at the Norway Municipal Building located at 19 Danforth Street at 7:00 p.m. in the evening of September 4, 2008, then and there to act on articles 1 through 4.
ARTICLE 1:  To choose a Moderator to preside at said meeting.

ARTICLE 2:  To see if the voters will appropriate $100,000 from the economic development reserve account (estimated balance $41,000) and the salt damage liability account (estimated balance $9,000) and $50,000 from undesignated fund balance to add gravel to or to pave the Don Hunt Road, to add gravel to Dunn Road and/or for costs associated with the Tucker Street Project.

ARTICLE 3:  To see if the voters wish to repay the salt liability account at the rate of $3,300 a year for three years.

ARTICLE 4:  To see if the voters wish to repay the economic development account $15,000 a year for three years.
